Second, just a quick reminder of some big things to remember. This
Sunday, at the conclusion of our morning service, we will be voting by
ballot on Nancy Nanney becoming our new Minister to Preschool and
Children. Also, on September 10, we will be beginning two new Sunday
School classes for young adults. Lastly, on Monday, September 18, we will
be hosting a Town Hall Gathering for young adults to discuss ideas for
reaching young adults and young families.

If you’re following along, we are in Week 36 in our reading plan. This
week, the readings will primarily focus on the crucifixion and burial of
Jesus. This moment is one of the most pivotal moments in all of human
history. Prior to this point, atonement for sin was only available through the
yearly sacrifice of a lamb. But when Jesus died, he became the Lamb of
God who takes away the sins of the world. His death was a once and for all
sacrifice. No longer were yearly

sacrifices necessary, because Jesus’ sacrifice was sufficient. Please under-
stand that Jesus was not the victim of the Roman government or Jewish
officials. His death was a willing and voluntary sacrifice that was the
culmination of God’s plan.

This Sunday morning, even though the primary focus of this week’s read-
ings, and even the primary focus of the Bible, is on the crucifixion, we’ll
study the passage known as “The High Priestly Prayer” in John 17. This
passage gives us an invaluable glimpse into the heart and mind of Christ.
This prayer helps us better understand God’s plan going forward.

We will not meet for an evening service because of the holiday weekend.
Enjoy that time with your family. For those who are traveling, we’re pray-
ing for your safety. I hope to see you here Sunday. Keep going in the read-
ing plan and have a blessed week!
